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Application for Young Achiever Award

INFORMATION

SCOPE
The Young Achiever Award was instituted in the Golden Jubilee year (2005) of the DAE Solid State Physics Symposium (DAE-SSPS). The DAE-SSPS is conducted annually and it brings together research students and scientists from different universities/research institutions within the country as well as from abroad. This year, the symposium will be held at the Indian Institute of Technology Jodhpur, India during December 18-22, 2019. The Young Achiever Award is instituted to honor talented young Indian scientists in recognition of their outstanding contributions in the field of condensed matter physics research within the scope of the symposium and is based on the work mainly carried out in India.

ELIGIBILITY
Any citizen of India, below the age of 40 Years as on December 31st of the year of symposium, is eligible for the award. Only those born on or after January 1, 1980 are eligible for consideration for the DAE-SSPS 2019. Additionally, the candidate should have at least 3 years of research experience after obtaining Ph.D. degree.

SELECTION PROCEDURE
The selection of the candidates for the Young Achiever Awards will be based on the overall merit of work, mainly carried out in India. Candidates short-listed by the Young Achiever Award Selection Committee will be invited to present their research work during the symposium. Final awardees will be selected based on their work and presentation. The presentation of Medals to Awardees will be made on the last day of the symposium.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
Applications should be made in the prescribed format (Annexure-I) along with all supporting documents, and forwarded by the Head of the Department of the applicant.

Applications (hard copy) must reach to Prof. S. M. Yusuf, Convener, DAE Solid State Physics Symposium 2019, Solid State Physics Division, Bhabha Atomic Research Centre, Mumbai 400085, latest by August 7, 2019. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Manuscript Submission
Candidate should submit a 5 page manuscript (as per the manuscript template given on the DAE-SSPS 2019 website) including figures, tables, references, etc by web-submission. A candidate may present a contributed paper in addition to a Young Achiever Award paper, if one so desires.

TRAVEL SUPPORT
Sleeper Class rail fare by the shortest route and local hospitality may be provided on request to the short-listed candidates called for the presentation. The request for the travel support accompanied with a certificate from the parent institution clearly stating that the candidate has no access to funds from other sources should be sent to the Convener before October 20, 2019.
